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At Broadgate, our unsung hero of the waste hierarchy is certainly the one and only Aderio Neves, known as Ade. Ade is our Waste Operative
Senior Supervisor, and he deserves recognition above all else within the campus. He efficiently manages a long-standing team of 9 waste
warriors, consistently directing waste of all kinds to the most effective route, championing the Recorra name and always putting Broadgate
first. In April 2026, Ade will be with the Broadgate family for 15 years, deserving all of the above titles and more. Ade is not one for boasting or
accolades, but prefers completing his role on a daily basis with efficiency and without complaint. He holds many relationships across campus
with all back-of-house teams, consistently training new personnel to campus on the correct way to dispose and recycle. A great example is a
new large occupier, Los Mochis, a high-end roof terrace restaurant in 100 Liverpool Street. Ade consistently speaks to the catering and back of
house porters to keep large amounts food waste out of other streams, into the food waste bins (including giant Tuna heads – weekly!).
